Summary of the Presentation: Portrait of current and planned technologies to support the mandate of the Center de documentation collégiale (CDC), which is mainly to make accessible more than 50 years of articles, books and research reports on teaching and learning produced by the Quebec college network and to support education researchers at the college level and the institutional development of colleges (private, public, Anglophone and Francophone).

Since the CDC is a Library, you can find Services and resources, such as : A Catalog of Resources By the College Network FOR the college Network, access to Scientific literature Databases, help for Literature review and help to disseminate publications, at the end of a project.

The CDC, which has the mandate to collect and distribute these documents for the entire network, set up, in 2016, EDUQ.info is an open archive that also publicize and promote the publications of the network.  Some characteristics of this new generation of catalog at the CDC: EDUQ.info dissemination catalog are, for example, access to the full text, the possibility of bringing together publications shared by a community of interest or a community of practice (in private or in public), the possibility of building a bibliography in a bibliography management software (Zotero, for example), an identity federation which allows, among other things, to subscribe in order to be informed of the addition of documents in a particular collection, and finally, the metadata (document description) can be published according to an open data standard, these metadata are exposed to the whole world, which allows the harvesting of EDUQ.info data by other Open Archive (E.g. BASE or Google Scholar) but it is also up to us to harvest other metadata files (eg theses and dissertations).

The EDUQ.info open archive is recognized as a digital repository by the Canadian Association of Research Libraries. 

Finally, the CDC team is currently looking at the new functions of higher education libraries, in support of open access research publications, as well as the management of research data.

knowledge (aka ‘novices?). Just as a reminder, a novice is't just someone who knows little or nothing about a specific domain or tapic. Its about carrying out
new tasks. For knowledge workers in the workplace, worked examples are incredibly under-utilized. This is unfortunate, because integrating worked examples
forlearning will probably save lots of time and money as it allows people to learn hoth efficiently and effectively;

What are worked examples?

A worked example typically illustrates a principle or pattern, which helps learners to abstract the important/relevant information to map to similar or even
different problems. It helps them go from the surface structure to the deep structure of problems, focusing on structural aspects of problems to derive the
underlying concept commaon to the examples.

For example, as Figure 10.1 illustrates, a complex “worked-out problem’ can often be broken down into sub-problems. The solution pracess of each sub-problem
then needs to be clearly illustrated with steps. The underlying principle(s) employed for the worked example then need to be explained, as well as the sub-goals
and how they integrate to clarify the underlying principle.

Context: "A new policy of open access to the publications of subsidized researchers" Since May 1, 2015, researchers who have received grants from one of these 3 organizations are required to provide open access to their articles within 12 months of publication: Canadian Institutes of Health Research (CIHR) Natural Sciences and Engineering Research Council of Canada (NSERC) Social Sciences and Humanities Research Council of Canada (SSHRC) In June 2015, information sessions on this new Tri-Agency Open Access Policy on Publications were held. Open access is defined there as “free and unlimited online access to publications and research data”.

Grantees must make their publications accessible by one of the following 2 means:
An Online Repository (open archive)
A Journal that provides free access to articles on its website (immediately or within 12 months of publication)

From now on, it will be possible for researchers, teachers and students to easily consult recent scientific articles and to be aware of research projects carried out in their disciplinary field, as illustrated by the table on the advantages of free access.
